Shady Forests are the coffee trees' natural 
environment. The finest tasting coffees are

"shade grown." Most coffee today is produced through 
sun-farming. Forests are cleared, so that rows and rows of 

coffee plants can be grown. While short-term production and 
income may increase, flavor deteriorates and impacts to the 

environment are the higher.

The biggest difference between shade and sun-farms is in the 
wildlife they support. Shade farms, though they are not as rich as 

natural tropical forests, can be a haven to many animals, including 
birds. Sun farms are often called "biological deserts" because fewer 
species of wildlife use them.
